Stewardship, in its most simple terms, asks
us to put God's priorities before our own—to
give thefirst portion of our gifts of time,
talent, and treasure to the Lord's work and
only then, to satisfy our own needs. This
leads directly to the cornerstone of
stewardship: Sacrificial Giving.

"l say to you, this poor widow put in
more than all the other contributors to
the temple treasure. For they have all
contributed from their surplus wealth,
but she, from her poverty, has
contributed all she had, her whole
livelihood."

(Mark 12:43-44)

God does not judge us by how much we
give but by how faithful we arein sharing
our gifts. So it is, too, with our talents. The
extent to which we give them away in faith
to help others, will be the measure by which
we are judged.

The bible gives us aguide for our givingin
the "tithe" which means one tenth (10%).
Consider giving 5% to our parish, 4% for
other charities, and 1% for the Catholic
Services Appea. Everyone of us can be a
"sacrificial giver."
